Searching the IEEE’s Electronic Library (IEL)

From the library’s homepage:  www.library.njit.edu
Click on the button “Databases.”

From the Databases page, click on Engineering

There are over 20 databases listed.  They are listed alphabetically so scroll down and click on the link:  IEE/IEEE Electronic Library (this databases searches full text IEE/IEEE journals, proceedings and standards from 1988 to the present).

The initial page looks like this:
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If we click the button for Basic (underneath the green banner, “Search”), we are able to run a basic search.  Here is what this screen looks like:
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As you can see, you are able to enter up to three distinct words or phrases and using the drop-boxes on the right, you can limit your inputs to title, author, journal name, affiliation, etc.

If you want to search for an article on virtual classrooms written by Roxanne Hiltz, you can input it as:
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NOTE:  The IEL will automatically find the plural suffixed forms of the keywords, so inputting “virtual classroom” will find “virtual classrooms” as well.

Also, the Help button kind be difficult to locate.  It is just above the blue bar, “Welcome to IEEE Xplore” furthest on the left.

So, if you click on the Search button, here is the screen you are given:

room. "Read" is a way of handing out lengihy reading
assignments. "Response" is a way of asking students for
their answers or opinions. “Selection” serves o give the
students 10 pick a topic of role among those available to
them. "Decision support® is used to facilitate the
students to contribute their input for group decision.
Virtual Classroom (R) also includes a set of instructional
‘management tools, such as giving a quiz, maintaining a
grade book, ete. The software has been used by a small
‘number of plot courses and shows positive resuits (Hiltz,
1989).

Recently, the US educational system has been widely
seen as deficient at teaching job-related skills. Part of
the deficiency lies in obsolete or irrelevant course
material, but another part lies in the very structure of
the US cducational system itself. For example, the US
educational system rewards individual achievement at
the expense of a nearly complete neglect of collective
achievement. The assignment of individual grades and
the *curving” of grades discourages students from sharing
hard-won insights on difficult topics with classmates,
especially ones who are not already close friends. This
paper addresses the deficiency in teaching collaborative
skill in the education of managers.
