HOW TO
· Start with two Lego pieces.  

· Take the Male side of one piece and the female side of the other piece (See Figure A and B).

· Stack them so that the male piece gets stacked on top of the female piece. 

· Once they are stacked on top of each other push down to snap together 

· Once they snap together they are connected
