The NJIT Track & Field club team had another great weekend with no less than 13 records falling.  Freshman Ettime Ebewo(E) was a double winner taking the shot put and discus with throws of  11.49m and 26.56m respectively.  Jady Alvarez(A) also had a great day winning the high jump in 4-8, 2nd in the long jump (4.28m) and 3rd in the 100HH with a 17.8. 

The freshman distance trio of Anlee Orama(E), Dave Lee(A) and Dave Kloc(E) all broke the school record for the 1500m with times of 4:36.2, 4:37.0.and 4:43.6 respectively.  They also ran the 800 with the same order of finish and times of 2:10.3,2:19.2 and 2:22.5.  

The freshman sprinter trio of George Obamije(E), Tunde Osholake(E) and Toju Fakankun(E)  ran the 100m in 11.9, 12.5 and 13.0 respectively.  The same trio also participated in the long jump with Tunde breaking the school record in 5.66m.  George also broke the 200m record with a 25.2.   Freshman Charles Kratochvil(E) continued to improve in the 400 with a 55.6.  Mike Lavache(E) broke the discus record with a 30.39m throw.

With only one meet remaining, the Architects will have to make a valiant effort to regain the lead and win the CUP, although the "talk on the street" is that the Engineers are going to go all out on the last one.
