He was followed closely by Mike Genauer in 24th place with a clocking of 30:53. Will Ehrhardt came in at 31:08 for 28th place, while John Zawisa covered the 5 mile course in 32:28 for 34th. Kevin Garbie working to come back from injury put in a tough effort running 32:46 for 35th place. The team ran well placing 5 runners under 30 minutes. “The guys ran hard today and I know we will continue to get stronger and improve”, said Head coach Al Alonso. “We are still working to peak later in the season, keep an eye on us”, he added.
