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Important Note: this is an automatically-generating table of contents.  Right-click on it to update it and to reflect your new headings.  This should be your last step in the project since the page numbering changes as you write.

You can also format this TOC manually, after your final update, to remove errors and to space it out more.  Just click inside the grey field and make your changes.  If you re-generate it you will lose your changes so you also do this last.
Abstract
The abstract should be between 100 and 150 words.  This is one of the final steps in writing your paper.  After you are done, revise it to reflect exactly what is in the final draft.  The abstract is the one part of the paper that most people will read.  Therefore, in the final draft, there should be no errors.
Introduction
Like the abstract, the introduction should be an overview of the entire paper, using more detail.  It’s basically an expanded abstract.  It should be at least two paragraphs long.  The abstract, introduction and conclusion are the three parts that most people read, so they need to be entirely error-free.
When you are using material from quotes, “you put exact quotes inside quote marks and follow it with a number in brackets.  You then list the source under references at the end” [1].

Another Heading, Specific to your Topic
You can structure the rest of the paper in any way you choose, but it’s always best to use some headings – that gives the reader a hint as to what is in each section of text.  People don’t like to read large blocks of text without any indication as to what is in it.  Using headings helps them to skim to find the part they want to read the most.

If you use images and want to give credit to the source from which you took it, it can look something like this:

Another Heading, Specific to your Proposal

If you are going to put in an invisible table to keep your text organized, it can look like this (the text will be held in place but the border will be invisible):

Conclusion
A conclusion can be persuasive reiteration of the proposal or a section that summarizes all that has gone before.  It is the place people go to see what your major results are, so it must be perfect.

In a couple of paragraphs say whether your reviews were useful and if so, how.  Were the scoresheets the best or were the comments in your document most useful?  Were the reviewers right or totally off-target?  This is your opportunity for payback if they were wrong.
