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DelinquentDad.com is an index of information and resources for child-support enforcement.  They understand that children deserve love and support from both parents.  Hence, they advocate searching out delinquent fathers or mothers and, under court order, forcing them to pay child support.  The lack of one parent’s financial support can force a single mother into debt and other legal issues.  This financial support could be used for necessities of life, such as health care, food, and shelter.  DeliquentDad.com’s basic philosophy is “deadbeat parents are guilty of neglect” because children without the financial support of both parents may not have the bare necessities of life available to them.
State agencies are mandated by law to enforce child support orders, but state officials are often overworked, which can lead to a delay in processing of child support orders.  DelinquentDad.com encourages single parents to familiarize themselves and become knowledgeable with child support laws so they can remain as active as possible in their child support case.  By knowing the laws, the group suggests that parents represent themselves in child support proceedings.  However, if this is not possible or unsuccessful, DelinquentDad.com advises talking to elected officials, such as senators and House representatives, to look into the case.
DelinquentDad.com has formed their advice into key points for single parents to follow.  They believe visitation should not be denied even to non-paying parents because this only hurts the child.  To make collecting child support easier, the advocacy group insists that parents sign up for enforcement services, which is free or nearly free in every state.  Single parents should also visit their county courthouse for assistance in filing their own enforcement case.  Of course, the foundation of DelinquentDad.com’s advice is research.  They believe research and knowledge of child support laws is the easiest and most efficient way to hold a delinquent parent financially responsible.
Despite this group’s seemingly just cause, there are opponents to this service agency.  The National Center for Men recently filed a lawsuit in Michigan to on behalf of Matt Dubay to, “extend to me the so-called reproductive rights given to women.”  The National Center for Men insists that women can go about their lovemaking without the fear of forced procreation, while men do not have that choice.  
The group says men have no control over the situation and are forced into financial responsibility if the woman decides to keep the child.  Since the woman solely makes the decision if she will keep the baby or not, the National Center for Men fight for the idea that men should not have to be held financially responsible.  They consistently support this claim by stating that men are “forced to relinquish their reproductive choice as the price of intimacy.”

There are multiple other cases in which supposed delinquent fathers either did not have a choice in the pregnancy or did not know about the birth at all.  However, these groups or individuals neglect the fact that they chose to have sex with these women in the first place, citing their lack of say in the matter of keeping the baby as their main grievance.  Such men must realize that even though women get the final say in keeping the baby, they made the decision to sleep with them initially.  Men must share financial responsibility, whether they consent to the baby being born or not, because their decision to have intercourse always has the possibility of impregnating their partner.
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
