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Reflection

After completing this assignment, I gained a better understanding for the need in clear and precise instructions. By providing instructions that are easy to follow, the procedure is facilitated greatly. Because this is necessary, I learned that writing instructions was not as easy as I previously thought it would be. 

While reviewing others’ instructions, I saw the effect that poorly written instructions can have on the construction of a project. By not having a proper instruction format, it becomes very difficult for the reader to follow the necessary steps. 
While writing my own instructions, I sat down with the necessary materials and a pen and paper. I tried to imagine myself as not knowing what to do at all. This led me to include many specific details. After every step that I made, I stopped work and wrote the exact procedure that I took. 

Building Your FOP

Parts:

· At least two(2) sheets of White paper
· Scissors 
· Clear tape

· Three (3) paper clips

· Your choice color marker

· Pencil /Pen 

Directions:
1. First, begin by setting your paper and tools on a flat surface where you can work.
2. Begin your work by sketching a rectangle about the width of your head and about two (2) inches high. Make sure the lines are clear and legible.
3. From this sketch, draw a symmetric rectangle down the middle of the sketch and redraw so as to fit your nose. (This varies from person to person.)

4. Once that is done, use a new sheet to sketch out the legs about ½” high by 4.5” long. 
5. Now that you have sketched the main parts of the glasses, take you marker of your choice color, and color in the spaces inside of your sketch. 
6. Once that has been completed, cut a 6 inch strip of tape. 

7. Firmly stick the outstretched strip of tape horizontally across the first sketch as to cover the sketch from one side to the other. 

8. Continue to repeat steps 6 and 7 until all of the sketches have been covered. 

9. Make sure all of the colored-in sketches on both sheets have been covered with clear tape!
10. Now, use your scissors to cut out all the colored areas. Remember, the more precise the cuts are, the better the final product will be!
11. Once all the cut-outs have been made, use the scissors to trim off any excess tape off the sides. You should now have one colored and taped side, and one non-colored and paper side.
12. You may now color the remaining sides.
13. Using the same method as in steps 6 and 7, cover all remaining cut-outs with tape.

14. You should now have one fully colored and taped middle piece and two fully colored and taped legs.

15. You may now take the paper clips and unbend them so that they resemble a straight wire. 

16. If desired, you may color the paper clips. 

17. One of the paper clips will be used for the nose opening, the other two for the legs. 

18. For the nose opening, use your scissors to cut the paper clip in half. Take one half and bend it so as to fit your own nose. 
19. With clear tape, tape that paper clip and tape it to the middle piece in the nose opening. Do this carefully, as it is for you own comfort. 
20. Take another paper clip and slightly bend about one inch of the wire to fit your ear, the remaining wire should remain straight. 
21. Now, you must decide which leg will be the left leg, and which will be the right leg. 

22. Using clear tape, take the paper clip you just bent, and tape it to the inside of the left leg.
23. Repeat steps 20 and 22 for the right leg.

24. Cut a  two(2) small pieces of tape, about half inch length. 

25. Attach half of this tape to the outside left leg, and half to the outside middle piece towards the left end, mid height. 
26.  Use the other strip of tape to attach the inside of the left leg to the inside of the middle piece. 
27. Repeat steps 24 thru 26 for the right leg/right side. (You’re almost done!)
28. Finally, cut out the eye holes carefully to your liking and trim any excess material to your liking.
29. Enjoy!
