CIS 735 is a course for students preparing to do publishable research on Computer Mediated Communication Systems. The prerequisite is CIS 675 with a grade of B or better ( or an equivalent advanced course on research methods in Information Systems); without this you are not qualifed to do the work in this course, which consists mainly of critical readings of a large number of information systems research articles.  The final project will be a first draft of material related to such a project, e.g., the first draft of a "state of the art literature review" or of a systems specification for a new software capability. 

We will start out using WebBoard and then perhaps try some other systems. The class conference will go up by mid January.  Please get your account on WebBoard and try it out and enter a message in the “Introductions” conference by Tuesday January 21.
