It is a media and entertainment company that is one of the most popular news and entertainment television networks. In 2007, their revenue was an estimated 17.5 billion dollars between General Electric and Vivendi. NBC originally reached an agreement with the Microsoft Corporation in 1996 to create MSNBC, the popular news television channel that it is known as today. NBC Universal is a combined media studio overseeing the distribution, marketing, and advertisement sales for thirteen channels including MSNBC. In addition to news networks, NBC Universal also owns theme parks in California, Florida, and Japan.
