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-NEVER hook up a CO2 cylinder to a keg without a proper pressure regulator with a pressure release device.
-DO NOT exceed more than 60 pounds per square inch (PSI) inside of the keg.  Make sure the pressure regulator is always set to less than 60 PSI.
-DO NOT remove the ball valve from inside of a keg
-TAKE GREAT CARE when handling a high pressure gas cylinder.  Store at room temperature and in the upright position.  Refrain from putting anything on top of pressure regulator or cylinder.  Store high pressure cylinder in a well ventilated area.  If you suspect a CO2 leak, vacate the area immediately.
