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Procedure:
Today I am going to describe to you how to build a tower out of playing cards. All you need is one deck of 52 playing cards, a steady hand, and a little patience. To begin, open the deck and take out the cards. Take two cards, one in each hand, and place them on a table in the shape of a triangle. The shorter sides of the cards should be at the top and bottom of the triangle. This may take a little practice before you get it the first time. Once your card “triangle” is balanced, you make another card “triangle” adjacent to it, making sure that the bottom of one side of the first triangle is touching the bottom of one side of the second triangle. What you should end up with is something that looks like this, /\/\. Then you simply lay a card over the top of the two peaks. That’s the basic strategy for building your base. 

You can expand your base in any direction by repeating the same steps. Also, you can build on top of your base and expand upwards. The only limit is your own creativity, patience, and the amount of cards you have. 
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Feed Back:
Building a tower or castle made of standard playing cards is simple in theory yet can be quite difficult in practice.  Vincent did a good job of explaining the concept of starting with two triangles and adding a card to go across the top.  This pattern is repeated as many times as wanted and can be stacked on top of each other to build more height to the tower.  Overall, Vincent did a perfect job explaining to procedure so that anybody could complete it with “a steady hand and some patience.”

Reflection:
The feed back I received was very encouraging to hear, although it did not specify what, if any, changes needed to be made. I was happy to hear that I was able to accurately describe how build a card tower. Unfortunately when you receive only positive feedback it becomes difficult to make any improvements, hence my procedure remained almost the same. 
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
