Professor Bieber - CIS365 - Update Test Data

Test out the algorithm by actually drawing the records of the old master file, the transaction file and the new master file on a piece of paper.  Also keep track of the current value of every flag variable in the algorithm.  Simulate the algorithm by keeping a file pointer in the two input files, and actually copying the appropriate information to the new master file.  Actually write down the current value of each variable.  Note that when modifying a record, the algorithm has you copy the old master record to the new master file buffer, copy over the values to modify, and only then writes the record out to disk.  Follow the algorithm very carefully. PRODUCT ID is the key field.
